Spring 2021 Tuition Update

Spring 2021 courses will be offered online, and all students enrolled in the program will receive a discounted rate of
$395 per unit on tuition with no additional fees. Total tuition for full-time undergraduate enrollment (12 units) will be
$4,740, and graduate enrollment (9 units) will be $3,555. Confirmation fee and students fees will be waived.
